NEW BUSINESS:

BZ15-05V
Christopher E. Lee
1675 Darrtown Road
Hamilton, Ohio 45013

Applicant, Mr. Christopher E. Lee, 1675 Darrtown Road, Hamilton Ohio, was sworn in and said he is here tonight to request a variance to build a garage closer to the property line than the code allows and he was wishing to build four feet (4’) from the fence and said his property is shaped like a triangle like a long piece of pie and on a hillside that limits the amount of space at the top and would to have permission to build it at the requested location. 

Mr. Bevington asked the applicant if he has spoke with the other property owners out there and he replied yes and that none had any objections. 

Mr. Bevington asked Mr. Lee if he is intention is to run a business out of the garage and if he would have electricity.  Mr. Lee replied no and wishes to have electricity at some point but not soon – probably a in a couple years and added he will not have water nor will he rent it out as living space.

Mr. Salmon asked if the two (2) sheds on the property still exist and if they will remain there and Mr. Lee replied yes but this will actually be big enough to put cars in.

Mr. Salmon remarked the proposed structure will not be visible from the road the way the hill is and Mr. Lee agreed.
 
Mr. Philpot asked Mr. Fox if he received anything from anybody.  Mr. Fox replied no and letters were sent out to all of the (adjacent) property owners and he received no response and recalls Mr. Lee talking with all of the neighbors.


Mr. Lee said that’s right and they said it was easier to ask him directly what he was doing compared to understanding what the letter was about.

Mr. Salmon asked Mr. Lee if he will build it himself or have someone else build it and Mr. Lee replied he would contract it out.

Mr. Lee gave details on the proposed footer with a foundation wall and the structure and added the driveway is already there and it’s just a parking area in front of where he’d like the structure to be. 

Mr. Bevington remarked there is no one here to speak in opposition of; or even neutral comments and asked for staff comments. 

Mr. Fox said the request, BZ15-0V, Mr. Christopher E. Lee, 1675 Darrtown Road, Hamilton Ohio is to build an accessory structure closer to side property lines than zoning allows. 

Staff comments are as follows: 

1.	The property is zoned A-1 Agricultural.
2.	This area is agricultural in character.
3.	The applicant is seeking a variance, said applicant shall be required to establish to the board, proof by a preponderance of the evidence that an unnecessary hardship will prevail unless the variance is granted.
4.	The spirit and intent of the zoning resolution is not to allow this type of variance, but since this will not change the character of the area and a hardship exists with the property, the staff will recommend approval with the following condition:
	A.	A Building Permit is required.
	B.	Waive the ten (10) day waiting period for permit

Mr. Philpot made a motion to approve BZA1560-05V as presented and subject to staff conditions.  Mr. Daniel seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
